(b) any allegation which you wish to make against the applicant; and 
(c) full particulars of your property and income, unless otherwise directed.  
In either case the affidavit must be sent together with a copy for the applicant, so as to reach the court within 14 days after the time allowed for sending the acknowledgement of service (or, if you have unsuccessfully challenged the jurisdiction, within 14 days after the court has decided that the necessary jurisdiction exists).  If you include in your affidavit an allegation of an improper association with a named person, the affidavit must be accompanied by an extra copy for service on that person.
[Where application is under rule 70] You must also file an affidavit in answer to the application, setting out any grounds on which you intend to contest the application and containing full particulars of your property and income.  You must send the affidavit so as to reach:
