DEEDS OF ARRANGEMENT : PROOF OF CLAIMS

Issued: 6 April 1955 

In Deeds of Arrangement, claims against the Estate of the Debtor shall be dealt with in the following manner:-

When a Trustee, following the confirmation of his appointment by the Court, advertises his appointment and asks for claims against the Debtor’s estate to be submitted, he should indicate that those claims shall be lodged within a period of one month of the appearance of the advertisement.  At the expiration of that period the Trustee shall supply to the Rolls Office a complete list of claims received by him, supported by the appropriate affidavits, distinguishing those submitted as preference claims from those submitted as ordinary claims, and indicating those that he proposes to recommend the Court to allow.  The Trustee shall at the same time apply for an appointment for proof of claims, allowing a period of not less than fourteen days between his application and the date of the Court for which the appointment is sought.  No public notice of this appointment need be given, as in the case of adjudication, but at least seven clear days notice by prepaid registered post shall be given by the Trustee to any claimant whose claim, as submitted, the Trustee is not prepared to recommend the Court to allow.  The claimant could then, if he wished, appear at the proof of claims in support of his claim.
